Plenary Session I

Call to Order: The 129th Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of South Dakota was called to order by Bishop John Tarrant at 7:04pm. An opening prayer was given by Secretary Pat Woolley.

Introductions: Bishop Tarrant thanked the Easter Deanery for their work as hosts of this year’s Convention. Canon David Hussey will be in charge of the Dispatch of Business. All messages and requests for time with the Bishop should go through Canon Hussey. Microphones are set up and ready to go. Please use them when you wish to address the Convention. There are pages available to help or carry messages. Use your yellow card to call them.

Bishop Tarrant introduced Bishop Gordon Scruton, Retired Bishop of Western Massachusetts, and his wife Rebecca. Bishop Scruton led the Clergy Conference and will lead a workshop. 

Bishop Tarrant also introduced Bishop George Young, Bishop of East Tennessee, our Companion Diocese.

Diocesan Transitions

New Clergy or Positions:
· The Rev. Lauren Stanley, is the new priest in Charge of Rosebud Mission, having moved here in February from the Diocese of Virginia.
· The Rev. Michael Johnson, formerly of the Diocese of North Dakota, was installed as Rector of Christ Church, Lead, in June.
· The Rev. Portia Hurney Corbin was ordained to the Deaconate in June at Convocation and will be ordained to the priesthood on December 21, at Trinity, Pierre. She has taken on the role of Missioner of Youth and Young Adult Ministry for the Diocese.

Bishop’s Address: Bishop John Tarrant addressed the 129th Convention speaking of where we have been, where we are, and what the future may hold. He spoke of the accomplishments and future of the Youth Ministry in the Diocese including The Rosebud Intentional Community, The Standing Rock Youth Program, a new start for a Youth Program on Cheyenne River Mission, Thunderhead Episcopal Camp (which had its largest attendance in 9 years!), Taize at Red Shirt Table, and the renaming of the endowment for youth work to Native American Youth Works Foundation, to help encourage donations from outside the Diocese. Niobrara School of Ministry is being renovated under the leadership of Father Paul Sneve. Trinity Church, Watertown is in transition and will meet with the Bishop soon to pray and talk about their future.


Bishop Tarrant suggested that the past is only helpful when we use it for our teacher. As with the Hebrew people in the wilderness, life in the church can be uncertain and uncomfortable but there is “no going back to Egypt”. There is no great plan or program or inspirational speech to make it all better. We must get back to the business of the church, to gather to praise and worship God and to support each other. We have the image of “a little child shall lead them”, however it is the model of the adult Jesus, the Incarnate Jesus, that gives us a vision of what the world can be. We need to focus less on institutional survival and more on living the passion for Jesus, living into the Kingdom of God.  

Compline: Led by Good Shepherd, Sioux Falls, in the Taize style. 

Recess: The Convention recessed at 8:30pm. 

Plenary Session II
Following Morning Prayer, Bishop John Tarrant called the Second Plenary Session to order at 9:10am.

Bishop Tarrant announced that the offering at today’s Eucharist would go to the Sisseton Scholarship Fund in honor of Deacon Vern Cloud.

Sudan Project Presentation: The Rev. Tim Fountain updated the Convention on the reach of mission from the Diocese of South Dakota to the newest nation in the world, South Sudan. Moses Joknhial has finished his course work and has become an airline engineer as well as a licensed pilot. He has become a US citizen and gotten married in the past year. He also lost his father. The blessings of the school, wells, and grinders continue while Moses and the community look forward to the opening of the Medical Clinic, the Mama Ruby Birthing Clinic, and the Mama Myrna Women’s Center. They have begun the project of GOATS for Widows to encourage micro business. They are also working with a company from Massachusetts to utilize sustainable solar power and lighting. 

Credentials Committee Report: Nyle Hedin, Credentials Chair, reported of the 126 certified lay delegates 104 are present, of the 75 certified clergy delegated 40 are present. Chancellor Sanford stated that under the Constitution there is a quorum and the Convention could proceed with business.

Parliamentarian: Chancellor Sanford reviewed procedures for speaking and making motions.

Minutes: Finding no additions or corrections for the minutes of the 2012 Convention, Jean Lacher, St. Paul’s, Brookings, made a motion to accept the minutes as printed, second by Deacon Charlie Walker, Trinity, Pierre; approved by voice vote.

Call for motion to accept Reports by Title: Motion by Deacon Charlie Walker, Trinity, Pierre, to accept reports by title by various commissions and committees submitted and printed in the South Dakota Church News in July/August and September/October issues or otherwise distributed; seconded by Jean Lacher, St. Paul’s, Brookings; approved by voice vote.

Budget Presentation: Randy Barnhardt gave a review of the budget. There was a $516 surplus from 2013. The proposed budget is balanced with a $50,000 reduction on revenue and expenses. Taize funding is not included in the budget this year. A $13,000 surplus from Taize allowed repayment of the $8,000 deficit from 2012 with $5,000 towards 2014. $700,000 comes to the Diocese from General Convention monies and is 46% of our budget revenue. This is an increase and has made an increase for Mission clergy and travel reimbursement possible. 4.6% of the budget revenue comes from endowment interest. As of August 2013 the endowment balance was $7 million. Congregational giving continues to show increase over time.


54% of the budget expenses supports the Mission Field. It costs an average of $72,000 for a full time clergy including benefits. The budget supports 10 full time and 5 part time clergy. There is a new position for TEC manager included. 4% of the expense side goes to the larger church, 9% back to the Church Center, 15.4% for program, 13.7% for Bishop and staff, and 13% for Operations. The Diocese continues to support the Sudanese Congregation and has applied for a $5,000 Church Center Grant to help with that support. The people and the Diocese are working together towards self sustainment for the congregation. 


There is no need for a vote as the Diocesan Council is responsible for reviewing and adopting the budget.

Ballots were distributed the instruction that a ballot MUST show the required number of votes. Ballots with more or less than the required votes will be thrown out.

Resolutions: The Very Rev. Ward Simpson, for the Committee on Resolutions, read the Resolution A059 from General Convention regarding the revision of the Book of Common Prayer for Revised Common Lectionary. This will make the daily readings align with the new lectionary. This is for information only, no vote is needed.

The Very Rev. Ward Simpson read Resolution #1 submitted by St. James, Belle Fouche regarding the number of delegates to Diocesan Convention from each congregation. The Resolution suggests changing the Canon 2 to allow each congregation to send at least 2 delegates regardless of size.


The wording needs to be changed to make it consistent with the Canon form. The Chancellor suggests the following: Canon 2.2 ….; provided however, that each parish, organized mission, parochial mission, and mission station, all be entitled to at least 2 lay delegates.

Discussion: Les Koss, Emmanuel, Rapid City asked how the vote would be counted; by simple majority. The Rev. Ward Simpson, Calvary Cathedral expressed concern about how the delegates are decided and suggested the Canon be reviewed. Mike Reade’, St. James, Belle Fourche, explained the main reason for the suggested change was for companion travel, someone to share thoughts with at Convention, and more ears to hear and report.

A voice vote was taken. The Resolution #1 was approved.

That concluded the report of the Committee on Resolutions.

UTO Presentation: UTO Chair Diana Regan reported that Holy Comforter, Lower Brule, has received a full grant of $65,856.00 to make repairs for water damage to the church. She encouraged the people of the Diocese to continue to fill their blue boxes. Do not let the “kerfluffal” over power at the Church Center deter you.

Report of the Missioner of Youth and Young Adult Ministry: The Rev. Portia Hurney Corbin introduced herself as the Missioner for Youth and Young Adult Ministry. She spoke about the positive things happening in the Diocese that build up the Body of Christ here. Thunderhead Episcopal Camp had its largest attendance across all ages in several years. Several students who are graduating have asked to come back as counselors. In a survey of campers, 86% of them said it was the people that made camp special,. 


The Rosebud Young Adult Community is into its second year. Taylor Andrade from Pierre and Anna Robinson from Minnesota have joined Kieran Conroy for the winter. All are settling in well.


Portia, Twilla Two Bulls, and Don Metcalf gave their impressions of the Taize gathering at Red Shirt Table in May. It was a very spiritual and energizing experience for all involved. The Diocese is committed to the continuation of the relationship with Taize.

Recess: The Convention went into recess at 10:45 to prepare for the Eucharist with Renewal of Baptismal Vows, Renewal of Ordination Vows. The Rt. Rev. George Young, Bishop of East Tennessee was the preacher. A group from the Holy Apostles, Sioux Falls Sudanese congregation shared two worship and praise songs and dance after the Eucharist.

Reconvened: The Convention reconvened to have a second ballot vote for the 4th position as Clergy Deputy to General Convention.

Recess: The Convention recessed for luncheon.

Reconvened: The Convention reconvened to complete the balloting and get the results of the election.

Bishop’s Convention Address - 2013

As I complete my fourth year of serving as your bishop I am thankful to God for you, the laity, and your faithful ministry through the church and outside of the Church. I am thankful for the clergy who faithfully live out their ordination vows among us. I am thankful for the Diocesan staff who offer dedicated service to God through their work on your behalf. And as always, and especially, I am thankful to God, who for reasons I still do not fully understand, has called me to be a servant of Christ among and with you in the hope that through our work together God’s Kingdom might become more real to the world around us.

This year, like every year, has seen joys and sorrows, triumphs and disappointment. We have baptized, confirmed, married and, of course, buried many in our communities. For both those who have come to the church and to those the church has gone out to meet, we have walked in the transitions of their lives. We have held their babies, held their hands and all to often we have held their broken hearts. We have been the church, the body of Christ, the outward and visible signs of God’s inward and spiritual grace. Thank you for being the sacramental Church.

This past year we have seen some of our youth and young adult ministries blossom, some are in transition, and some are still in the early development phase. Rita Powell left us to serve on the staff of Trinity Church, Boston in July. Portia Corbin began serving as Missioner for youth and young adult ministry in September. Although this is a transition, Portia, who grew-up in this diocese, has been very involved in our camp ministry, Taize and other ministries since she was in her teens. Many of you already know her; she will be available to get to know many more of you. She was raised in this diocese, she knows this diocese, and she feels privileged to have the opportunity to serve with us.

Brandon Mauai left as our youth minister on Standing Rock in April. We found it to cumbersome for him to drive down from Ft. Yates on a regular basis to serve in the capacity needed. We are reconfiguring how that program is led, but we have learned much from this two-year pilot project. We know there is both a need and receptivity on the part of the young people for a consistent church-led youth ministry.

We are looking to start a second youth ministry on the Cheyenne River Mission. Again, here too, the challenge is to find the leadership which is both gifted and dedicated to serve with the youth. This program may be more ‘event center’ in its early stages. We are blessed to have funds set aside that enable us to continue to explore the most effective ministry plan within the context we are serving. In other words, if youth ministry were easy, everybody would be doing it and we would have started a long time ago. We are committed, because we know it is important. We are in this for the long haul.

Our Intentional Christian Young Adult Community continues to transition into its second year. Mikayla Dunfee, one of last year’s residents, is off to seminary at Yale Divinity School. Anna Robinson, and Taylor Andrade have joined Kieran Conroy at the Noah Brokenleg House in Mission on the Rosebud Reservation this fall. This ministry will always be in transition, it is the nature of the community. 

We had the highest attended camp this summer in nine years. Over thirty young people attended the middle school camp alone. All of the children who go to TEC are financially subsidized to some degree. Thunderhead Camp needs your support, if it is to continue to thrive. We need people who will drive children to camp. We need people who will come to TEC work weekend and help prepare the facility. We are also asking congregations, missions or deaneries to “adopt a cabin,” so that needed renovations are more cost effective. John Beebe served as interim facilities manager this past summer. He developed a property plan to help us address the physical needs of the camp. 

The TEC Board, chaired by David Wheeler, is working on a plan to address the financial needs of the camp as well. We are going to re-invigorate TEC Sunday and we hope to develop a planned giving program to build TEC’s endowment. The endowment has about $200,000 in it now. We need to increase that by about eight times to assure Thunderhead’s future sustainability. With your help this is a very doable goal. For example, one of our board members has challenged the rest of the board to commit to $1.00 a day pledge toward the TEC endowment. If we could get one hundred people from around the Diocese to make a similar pledge, those 100 would generate $1,460.00 in interest income each year in perpetuity. More information will be forth coming on these opportunities in the weeks ahead.

Well we pulled it off….Taize 2013 happen! Thanks be to God, working through the Two Bulls Family, Rita, the brothers from Taize, the Oglala Sioux Tribe, and many, many, many others our Diocese hosted an international Taize gathering at Christ Church Red Shirt Table on Memorial Day Weekend this past May. You will hear more about this tomorrow, but it was a major event and we, with God’s help, did it! Over 500 young adults were part of a significant spiritual experience. We will continue our relationship with the Taize Community in France and hope to send another group of young adults in the summer of 2014.

A follow-up: our M&M fundraiser from last year’s convention has generated $3,032.87 toward a youth ministry endowment. You can still return tubes or send a check marked M&M fundraiser. Earlier this year we received a generous bequest that we combined with other donations has established the Native American Youth Works Foundation. It presently has about $100,000 in it. The interest from this growing fund will assure youth ministry can be maintained for many years to come.

We are also in the process of revamping the Niobrara School for Ministry program. This program seeks to educate and train leaders for both lay and ordained ministry throughout the Diocese. This new and improved program will be ready to launch in the next few weeks.

Thing have not gone as well as we thought they would with the congregation re-start in Watertown and the Diocese is unable to financially sustain the fulltime clergy position. As a result Jackie Bernacchi, who has been very faithful, has accepted a position in the Diocese of Minnesota. She will be leaving for White Earth Reservation in late October. I am very thankful for her ministry. I don’t know what we are going to do, but I have a feeling that God is calling us to do something very different, something we could not come up with on our own. I look forward to exploring that “something” with the folks in Watertown and elsewhere who are open to listening to the Spirit. 

Now some reflections:

How many here today are under the age of 20? How many under the age of thirty? Forty? Fifty? Sixty? That’s far enough. There are not many hands raised under the age of forty. 

The temptation is to say, “if we could just go back to way things were,” to some remembered time in the past when everything was ‘peachy keen’. I hear this all over the diocese, mostly from those of us over the age of 50. There are a few things I do know for sure. I know that the past is most helpful when used as our teacher. We can learn from it, but we cannot go back to it. We are like the Hebrew people in the wildness, life is very uncomfortable, but there is no going back to Egypt. We can’t live in memories. Again, this does not mean we cannot learn something from the past, but if we want there to be a future we need to live in the present.

There is no great plan, marvelous program or inspiring bishop’s address waiting on the horizon that will make everything better. We can’t program our way into the Kingdom of God. So, what do we do? I think, for starters, we need to get back about our business (defined as: ‘purposeful activity’, or ‘function’) as a church, the body of Christ. What is it about our relationship with Christ Jesus that empowers, enlivens and gives us hope? As followers, don’t we gather in community to praise and worship the living God and give support to each other disciples? Isn’t that why we gather? If it is, why do we spend so much energy fighting with each other? 

On the second Sunday of Advent this year we will read from Isaiah 10:

6 The wolf shall live with the lamb,
   the leopard shall lie down with the kid,
the calf and the lion and the fatling together,
   and a little child shall lead them.

This is a wonderful image of the “peaceable kingdom.” It is often part of our Christmas pageants, but it is only an image.

It is not a “little child” that leads us, but it is an adult, the incarnate God in the person of Jesus. It is as an adult that Jesus brings a vision of what the world can be and the willingness to die for that vision. What is our vision for the church? Is it one of mere institutional survival or is in one that embraces God’s dream for us and our world, and are we willing to die for it?

The church of the 21st century, the church that will attract and enliven those who are not invested in the institution, will need to be grounded in a passion for Jesus that is so personally transforming that it become infectious to those around us. It is not the programs that we offer that will attract people to our faith communities, but it is the lives that we live. As sinners broken, as sinners healed and as sinners broken again for the sake of God’s kingdom. 

People are not coming to our churches, because they do not believe us. They do not believe, “that God so loves the world that he gave his only begotten Son.” They do not see in our communities the glow of the Kingdom of God. If we want our churches to be alive, we need to be alive. We need to set aside all pettiness and ill thoughts. We need to quit looking at what is in it for us, but instead we need to empty ourselves, so that we might be filled with the very Spirit of God. And remember, if it were easy everybody would be doing it.

The church of the twenty-first century is not about the institutional church at all; it about the body of Christ living into the Kingdom of God. That is our business and that is our only business.

Congregations in Transition

The Rosebud Episcopal Mission

The Rev. Lauren Stanley, formerly of the Diocese of Virginia, was called by the Rosebud Mission Council and began serving as the Priest in Charge of the Rosebud Mission on February 17, 2013. In addition to her serving the West side Churches of the Mission, Mo. Lauren works with the Intentional Young Adult Community at the Bishop Hare Center and also serves on the board of the Rosebud Habitat for Humanity Chapter.

St. Mark’s, Aberdeen

St. Mark’s continued to grow in faith, witness and strength during this past year and is now ready to begin the Search Process this Fall to call a half time Rector. The congregation continues to be blessed by the presence of Sovereign Grace Baptist Church, which rents worship space from St. Mark’s and occupies of undercroft for their Sunday School and Church Office. Sovereign Grace’s contributions to the life of St. Mark’s have included continuing gifts of time, talent and treasure for building maintenance, landscaping, decorating and a sharing in the cost of installing the first Central Air Conditioning for the Sanctuary. 

St. Paul’s, Brookings

The Rector’s position is open following the recent retirement of Fr. Ryan Hall and his and his family move to Nebraska and secular vocation. Bishop John has been working with the Vestry, who have begun the search process and have several candidates who are interested in the position. St. Paul’s will be working with a Priest in Charge model, where the person called signs on for a two year ministry agreement as Priest in Charge, which if successful to both parties, can then be called as Rector.

St. Paul’s, Vermillion

Following The Rev. Rita Powell and her family moving to Boston, Massachusetts, The Rt. Rev. Creighton Robertson was called and has graciously accepted to serve as Supply Priest and Search Consultant. As a stand alone position, the Vicar of St. Paul’s will be only a part-time position, but with a lovely Rectory and all the advantages of being a University community to attract candidates for the position, we are hopeful of finding a good Priest for Vermillion.

COM Activities

The COM continues to meet twice a year at Trinity Church in Pierre. As I have stated before, we are grateful to Trinity and all their members for so willingly sharing their church for Diocesan meetings. Their gift of welcoming and hospitality is very much appreciated.

Our meetings begin on Friday afternoon with prayer followed by our business session. We always have on our agenda a review of the people in the process. We track their educational formation and hold them up in prayer. Each individual in the process has an Advocate on the Commission who keeps in touch with them between meetings and reports on their progress when the COM meets. Everyone on the Commission is always available to assist each of them in any way possible.

We also make recommendations to our Bishop on people in the process, and meet with individuals who are discerning their ministry. We finish business by noon on Saturday. It is always a busy, productive, and Christ filled weekend.

This past year we had the privilege of interviewing or “visiting with” eight individuals who are discerning their call to ordained ministry. Two of those are attending or will be attending seminary. The other six are being locally trained. The Commission truly enjoys our visits with those who are discerning their ministry and enjoys walking their walk with them. It is truly a blessing to be involved in that part of their lives.

At the present time, we have 14 individuals in the process. Three individuals are in discernment. Discernment is the time when they continue to discern their call to ministry. Eleven are Postulants, who are pursuing their academic path either locally or in seminary. When a Postulant is about three-quarters through their academic studies they can apply for Candidacy.

COM continues to host, with the Standing Committee, informal receptions at Niobrara Convocation and Diocesan Convention. We have found this to be a good way to connect with those who are discerning their call to ministry, either lay or ordained, and provides opportunity to ask questions. We enjoy getting to know individuals from around the Diocese and hear about their faith journeys.

The COM keeps Bishop John and the entire Diocese in our prayers. We offer prayers of thanksgiving for everyone who is involved in the ministry of the Diocese, either lay or ordained. Ministry continues to be alive and well in the Diocese of South Dakota, thanks to all of you!

Ecumenical Relations 
Association of Christian Churches of South Dakota
Report to 2013 Convention


This group is comprised of 10+ representations from different denominations within South Dakota. Ours is a ministry of presence, advocacy and support. Currently the group has been meeting on a quarterly basis in order to address the needs and concerns of the people we are serving.

· The ACCSD, in cooperation with the U.S. Military and organizations supporting released imprisoned persons, offered a free workshop in August 2012 entitled        "Welcoming Them Home."  This workshop was held in Pierre, Rapid City and Sioux Falls. This program was designed to help clergy and laity of faith-based groups as well as organizations and individuals to better understand the challenges these two groups face coming home. Those who attended were educated about needs, available resources, and consider developing supportive measures, perhaps in partnership with others, benefitting all.

· The ACCSD is an advocate for Children At Risk. The goal is to improve family income, children who are in assistance programs, support the Unemployment System that can better help working families. In addition the ACCSD supports that all children should have full health care, have childcare, after-school and youth programs and remove sales tax from groceries and utilities.

· The ACCSD is an advocate for Bread Days, sponsored by Bread for the World. This annual event, which is held when the SD Legislation is in session, is a faith-based event to raise awareness and stir action on issues of poverty and hunger.

· The ACCSD advocates an end to predatory lending and ending video lottery.

· The ACCSD advocates help for farm crisis resources and peace and justice issues that affect our state.

· The ACCSD is developing a training session for clergy that addresses qualifications/specific challenges in ministering to multiple denominations.

However, the Reverend Fred Jessett, still sorting things in his massive collection of South Dakota memorabilia, has sent in a few documents and some additional information about the work of the Church on the various reservations. Two of the periodicals he has sent concern Wounded Knee Two, and will be a priceless addition to our collection of information about that incident. As I write this, they have not yet been taken to the archives. By the time this report is published, the documents should be catalogued and usable.

State of Youth Ministry in South Dakota, June 2013

Final Report by Rita Powell+
I would like to thank the Niobrara Council, Calvary Cathedral Youth Leaders, the Mission Clergy, the TEC Board, Mary Armin, Randy Barnhardt, and Bishop John Tarrant for all of the support, friendship, and shared ministry that has helped begin to build a Diocesan network of ministries by, for, and with young people. It has been an exciting five years of work and dreaming together, and I am grateful to each and every one of you. I believe that the youth and young adult ministry is ready to be coordinated, nurtured, and expanded in the coming years. 

Taize-Pine Ridge, and Campus Ministry

This is the hardest story to tell in a quick summary form! I know you’ve all seen it, but the ENS article is the best and most comprehensive report on the event itself. http://episcopaldigitalnetwork.com/ens/2013/05/28/pilgrimage-of-trust-taize-community-come-to-pine-ridge-reservation/
Taize is a great friend for South Dakota. It is a simple catalyst for campus ministry that can reach people across denominations. There are vibrant prayer and ministry options related to Taize at the School of Mines (Erin Schendzielos,) USD in Vermillion (Tom Emanuel,) and SDSU (Chris Soukup.)  There is also a consistent youth-led Taize prayer at Calvary Cathedral. Taize has hosted South Dakota young adults (Mikayla Dunfee, Micheal Two Bulls, and Quinetta Hairy Chin,) as “permanents” or volunteers and would be happy to continue to provide that opportunity for the right young people. 

Recommendations: Continue friendship with Taize community through visits in both directions. Use relationship with Taize as a means of connecting various campus ministries. Work with Tom Emanuel at USD to coordinate pilgrimage to Taize next summer, 2nd week of July for Taize-Pine Ridge re-union. Make sure Bishop John and Father Bob, Senior are committed to going. ( Use the campus ministries as recruiting pools for TEC, Rosebud YAIC, and other ministry possibilities. Invite the Brothers to Convocation in 2017 at Red Shirt!!!

Thunderhead Camp

TEC, finally, is fully reclaimed from the tragic episode in its past. We have set a precedent for safe church practices with all program staff and re-created a culture of trust and community. We have seen a significant increase in young Native participation. We have seen numbers rise from approx 11-15 campers per session when I arrived to 22-31 campers per session this summer. In 2007, there were zero campers at Family Camp. In 2013, there were 4 families for a total of 18 people. We have created a kind of pilgrimage experience, with chapel twice daily and the framework of love and community as the abiding theme. 

Interim camp manager John Beebe has done work that will leave a legacy. He has taken meticulous care of the property, and the camp is truly a joyous and welcoming place. 

Recommendations: Camp is poised to really take off. But in order for that to happen, it will need a new burst of energy in the fundraising and promotion department. Also, as youth ministries are growing, it would be good to think through a kind of “what next” element to the camp experience where we talk about how kids can keep living what they experienced at camp back in their local communities. Continue to use camp as a community for young adult leaders to foster discernment, training, best practices, and spiritual growth. 

Standing Rock Youth Ministry

The legacy of a relationship with North Dakota’s Native Young Life and the initial explorations for the ministry with Deacon Brandon Mauai have taught us many things. In the coming year, Joe Skinner, Kyle Hawk Bear, and Quinetta Hairy Chin are gearing up to run the ministry with Contact Time, and Fusion4. They live in the communities they will be serving, which is important. They will be paid hourly, to encourage greater accountability and better use of resources. We know that starting a ministry is never easy, rarely linear. But we also saw that great success was possible if we can maintain some consistency.  

Recommendations: This ministry will do well with pastoral energy from the Youth Coordinator. The relationship with the Priest-in-Charge is solid, but could use some further articulation. This ministry also needs fundraising. 

Rosebud Young Adult Intentional Community

Thanks to Bill Tesch and the ELCA for bringing us this possibility! The first year, summer plus the school year, was a real success. Sam Adams, Mikayla Dunfee, and Kieran Conroy are to be congratulated on their pioneering this interesting new ministry. The Community Rule, emphasizing prayer and a listening presence in the community has won over local church leadership. This ministry is an important new experiment for the church- both because of what it means for young people to be leading/ imagining new ways of being church, but also because of what it means in the slow, careful work of living together as native and non-native Christians. It also serves some important church functions- welcoming mission groups and as a possible center for youth ministry. 

Recommendations: The Youth Coordinator can be a really important mentoring presence for this community. Also, it is natural to connect this ministry with other things happening for young people in the Diocese- continued relationship with Taize, Camp, and as a ministry opportunity in itself for young people in South Dakota. It will also need some creative fundraising.

Stewardship Commission

Report the 2013 Convention
Until this year, the Stewardship Commission has been working on developing a Capital Campaign for the Diocese to support the Bishop's vision. The Bishop has asked that the Capital Campaign and the Stewardship Commission be separated into two different bodies and that the Stewardship Commission focus on the important ministry of day-to-day stewardship. 

We hope to be able to offer a workshop at Diocesan Convention that will help congregations start or strengthen their stewardship programs. I will be attending the 2013 TENS Stewardship Conference in July which I plan to leverage into new directions for stewardship in the Diocese of South Dakota. 

I plan to offer regular stewardship oriented articles in the ChurchNews. I am looking for lay and ordained people from the Diocese who are willing to commit themselves to work to strengthen our Stewardship in South Dakota. A commitment to stewardship is a commitment to grow in faith. I do not believe that giving is motivated by fear or guilt. I believe that giving comes out of a thankful response for all that God has done for us in Christ. If you would like to join me in this effort, please contact me at bunkerinsd@gmail.com.
