Plenary Session I:

Canon David Hussey opened the session with prayer, and Bishop John Tarrant called the 130th annual convention to order.

He thanked the Northeast Deanery, the hosts of this year’s convention for all their work, including the clergy dinner last night, which was wonderful.

Bishop Tarrant introduced the head table: The Rev. Lauren Stanley is the convention secretary, David Wheeler is the parliamentarian in the absence of Steve Sanford, Chancellor, and David Hussey, the canon to the ordinary, is dispatch of business. If anyone has a request for time to speak or to get a message to the bishop, it’s most helpful if you talk to David Hussey. 

The pages were introduced. They will help pass out and pick up ballots and other material, and can also be summoned by raising the yellow card on each table.

Bishop Tarrant introduced convention guests:

· Bishop David Zelmer of the ELCA, South Dakota Synod will be the preacher at Saturday’s Eucharist. David has been a friend and a colleague of Bishop Tarrant since their time in Pierre. David was the chief pastor at Lutheran Memorial Church in the time before he was elected bishop of the ELCA. He is a good person and has helped facilitate a restoration of our relationship with the ELCA. 

· Aníbal and Barbara Deloria Sánchez are also visiting here, to be present at the dedication of the Deloria Center on Sully Avenue at noon today in honor of the Deloria family, who have had a significant impact on the church, the nation and the world. It honors the Diocese to honor them.

He passed along the regrets of clergy who could not attend the convention:  John Keyes, Pat White Horse-Carda, Liz Powers, Les Campbell, Judy Graves, Marty Garwood, Craig West, and Sandy Williams.

Bishop Tarrant announced some new clergy or new positions:

· Richard Zephier was ordained this past year to the transitional diaconate. 

· Sam Adams, who is on staff at St. George’s, Nashville, was ordained to the transitional diaconate in May. He will be ordained to the priesthood about Dec. 11 in Nashville by the bishop of Tennessee.

· Cliff Moore is serving as interim at St. Matthew’s, Rapid City. 

· Paul Sneve was installed as vicar in St. Paul’s, Vermillion.

· Portia Corbin was just recently installed as vicar of Trinity, Watertown. She is also the youth and young adult missioner for the Diocese.

· Chris Roussell was installed as rector of Emmanuel, Rapid City. One year ago today, he was received as a priest in the Episcopal Church.

· Jeri Williams transferred from the Diocese of Maine, and is serving at Good Shepherd in Sioux Falls.

· Judy Graves transferred from the Cathedral to Good Shepherd in Sioux Falls.

· Virginia Bird transferred from St. Andrew’s to Emmanuel, Rapid City.

· Larry Ort is priest in charge of St. Paul’s, Brookings.

The clergy or personnel who left the Diocese since last convention:

· Liam Miller resigned from Mitchell to take position in Rutland, VT.

Other transitions:

· Rosebud Mission: St. Thomas, Corn Creek, and St. Paul’s, Norris, have a new joint ministry in a new building in Norris, called Tiwahe ed Wacikiyapi (Family Worship). They are maintaining their historic buildings as well.

· The building at St. Luke’s, Iron Lighting, was deconsecrated. It was not being used as it wasn’t a safe facility. 

· St. Stephen’s, DeSmet, building was deconsecrated. The congregation elected to hold services at the nursing home.

The Bishop went over the highlights of the schedule for the remainder of the day and then introduced the Rev. Tim Fountain who gave an update on the Rebuilding South Sudan through Education project. He ended by thanking everyone for their support of this project for many years, with a special thank you to the Church of the Holy Apostles in Sioux Falls, the epicenter for all this. For 14 years, they have hosted the Dinka service. 

Bishop Tarrant added that through a grant through the Episcopal Church Center, the diocese has been able to offer Father Abraham Mayom a small grant after all these years. So he need work only part-time to meet his needs. We hope to be able to stipend him more fully so that he can further develop that congregation. He has taken some courses through Sioux Falls seminary, with Father Tim mentoring him. They have the largest number of young adults – under the age of 40 – of any congregation in the Diocese of South Dakota. They have twice the number of young adults of any congregation in the Diocese of South Dakota. In fact, they have three times the number of young adults of any congregation in the Diocese of South Dakota. God has blessed this diocese. There are not too many times when you have a congregation laid in your midst. We have been blessed and we hope to honor that blessing by encouraging that congregation as it serves our Lord.

Diana Regan, UTO Officer, reported that $225 was collected last year from the blue boxes on the tables at convention. Bishop Tarrant reminded everyone that we should be grateful. One of the ways we expressed our thanks is by giving. The Diocese of South Dakota has been a regular recipient of UTO grants. The UTO grants committee has blessed us by supporting many projects (church renovation at Lower Brule, the parish hall in McLaughlin). Because we have been so blessed by UTO, we have a higher obligation to give to the UTO. 

Bishop’s Address

Rev. Portia Corbin led the Compline service, and the Convention was declared in recess until 8:30 Saturday morning, when we gather for Morning Prayer.

9:23 a.m. Power back on.

PLENARY SESSION II

The Bishop called the session back to order after the overnight recess. (9:30 a.m.)

He designated the offering from the day’s Eucharist be used toward enlarging the basketball court at TEC to full-size, a frequent request from campers. Rosebud Mission will provide the basketballs. He also encouraged prayerful donations to TEC for camper scholarships and other expenses.

Credentials committee report:

David Wheeler: Our credentials committee has reported that of 75 potential clergy delegates, 40 are present for 53 percent. Of 140 potential laity delegates, 100 are present, or 71 percent. It appears we have a quorum.

Parliamentarian report: 

David Wheeler reviewed the rules of order for the convention which are found at the end  of the diocesan canons. They are in effect from convention to convention, so there is no need to re-adopt them. If there are any amendments to the rules of order, now would be the time.

There are three priests who serve congregations in our diocese but are not canonically resident here, and therefore do not automatically get voice and vote. They are Rev. Robert Two Bulls Sr., Rev. Charlie Chan and Rev. Cliff Moore. You can vote to give voice and vote to them.

The next item on the agenda will be the election for the Standing Committee. This is a switch from the printed agenda because of the delay in starting. Nominees for the 2 open positions on Standing Committee are:

Clergy (one position)

· The Rev. Annie Henninger, nominated by Niobrara Council.

· The Rev. Chris Roussell, nominated by Emmanuel Church, Rapid City.

Lay (one position)

· Deanna Stands, nominated by Niobrara Council

· Mary Soukup, nominated by Calvary Cathedral.

· Michael Mornard, nominated by Grace, Huron.

The ballots were distributed and then collected. The election was declared closed, but it was soon evident that several delegates had not yet been given their credentials to vote.

A motion was made to allow the polls to remain open for those at the credentials table to vote. (Moved by Mary Olson, Emmanuel, Rapid City; Seconded: Carol Smith, Christ Church, Yankton.)

All in favor: most

No: some

Motion carries.

After the additional ballots were distributed and collected, the Bishop declared the election closed, not to be reopened. The Ballot Counters were excused to do their duty.

The next order of business was the presentation of the budget. 

Randy Barnhardt, Diocesan Administrator presented the proposed budget for 2015, previously mailed to delegates.

Barney: This year’s presentation will be a little different than other years. We won’t have as many statistics, columns or numbers, graphs, or boring conversations about health insurance. What we would like to do is show some of the ministry we do in this diocese.

(Barney’s presentation is complete, at the Diocesan office.)

Slide show by Dean Ward Simpson

There were no questions on the budget, but Dr. Nyle Hedin, Emmanuel, Rapid City: acknowledged how much effort and work Randy puts into the budget as well as being at all pre-convention deanery meetings, and expressed our appreciation for all his work. 

The Bishop asked for a motion to accept budget.

Father Tom Campbell, retired, Spearfish, moved; Jean Lacher, St. Paul’s, Brookings, second. All in favor: unanimous.

David Wheeler announced the Standing Committee election results: Annie Henninger has been elected to the clergy position. The lay position will require a run-off, between Deanna Stands and Mary Soukup. The election requires a majority, and there was no majority on the first ballot.

The Rev.  Portia Corbin, youth and young adult missioner for the diocese as well as vicar of Trinity, Watertown, gave her presentation of the state of youth and young adult ministry in this diocese. It generated questions on the physical camp facility, our new partnership with the Diocese of Wyoming, Taize, the young adult demographic, 

The Bishop reiterated that there is always the opportunity for any group (interest, age, etc) that wants to organize a retreat or gathering at TEC.

Ward Simpson, on behalf of the resolutions committee, presented the single resolution put before the convention – amending diocesan Canon 13. The amendment basically replaces the old Canon 13 on the regional deanery with a new Canon 13. The primary change is the number of deaneries. The new canon removes the numbers as a restriction; it allows us a little more flexibility. The rest of the changes are lots of minutiae in the old canon, which is two pages long. Most has been eliminated from the new canon, allowing deaneries a lot more flexibility and function in the ways that works best for them. Dean Simpson formally moved the resolution to adopt. Second: Michael Mornard, Huron. 

There was no discussion, so a voice vote was called. All in favor: all. Opposed: none. Canon 13 has been amended.

Bishop Tarrant acknowledged and honored the Rev. George Parmeter, who has served as the chair of the liturgy committee for the past eight years, including the Bishop’s ordination/consecration. “But he is going to step down from that position, and I want to honor him publicly, and give him a token gift of appreciation for his service and dedication to the Diocese. This has happened in many forms, but certainly the liturgy committee has been one of those. Publicly, on behalf of the Diocese and on behalf of God, who thanks us always as we pour out our lives for the sake of God’s kingdom.” 

Linda Simon, for St. Mark’s, Aberdeen presented Mary Armin with a quilt, an example of a rich ministry performed by that congregation, for her behind-the-scenes work to keep the diocese running smoothly.

With the announcement that Deanna Stands was elected as the lay representative to the Standing Committee, convention was recessed to prepare for the Eucharist and then lunch.

1:36 pm: gathering 
Last minute announcements and instructions and then dismissed for the workshops. Six were offered, and people could chose one to attend.

Reconvene at 2:32 p.m.

The Bishop remind everyone to place what could be recycled and/or reused into the proper containers at the registration table, and he thanked again the NE Deanery for hosting this year’s convention. 

David Wheeler, also Chair of the TEC Board, had a quick report: 

· Four of the six cabins at TEC that needed updating have been renovated at the cost of about $1,000 each. Thank you to those groups which donated to this effort. $2,000 is still needed. It would be a good Deanery project.

· Don Metcalf, Facilities Manager, noted that even 39 sheets of OSB at about $11 each would also be helpful.

· The Rev. Mercy Hobbs is coordinating transportation to TEC around the Diocese this year. Please talk with her ahead of time as soon as you know you have campers coming, so we can plan transportation routes. If we can get enough campers on the North side of the state, we have to know ahead of time to plan that kind of route. We would be very glad to do that. 

· Finally, we really want people to come out May 29-31 for a work weekend. Come for as little or as much as you can. There will be a lot of painting this year. It doesn’t take a lot of skill. Just bring yourself. There is no cost for you to attend. Just let us know ahead of time so we can prepare food for you.

· Bishop Tarrant added that a group in the Diocese is planning to have a fund-raiser at TEC during the Sturgis Rally. TEC is an alcohol-free property. If you know people who are coming to the 75th rally in Sturgis to enjoy being part of the event and not drinking, let them know. Mary Soukup is handling reservations, along with Don Metcalf. A lot of folks come to the Rally are not interested in boozing it up. They appreciate a space where they can retreat to where they don’t have to worry about some of the offenses that alcohol consumption creates. Please talk that up.

Dean Ward Simpson thanked everyone for the comments and positive feedback on Barney’s budget presentation, and asked for continued help for future presentations. As you have events, take pictures and send them to us at pix@calvarycathedral.net all during the year, as we want to expand that portion of the presentation.

Bobbi Dunfee, St. Andrew’s, Rapid City: This year we made an attempt at promoting at an exhibit table our young adults in mission and those in seminary and in pursuit of discernment. We would like to challenge all the members of the Diocese to promote all of our youth and put their faces in front of the Diocese.

Bishop Tarrant concurred: When we see people that look like us in positions of leadership, then that empowers us to believe we belong as well, that there is a place for us. If we don’t see people who look like us (whatever “us” is), then we don’t believe we belong. Look at the women here … when we began to invite women into the circle, then we believed that women belonged. I want to highlight that because we see that as empowerment.

Upon the completion of the agenda, the Bishop blessed the gathering and declared that we stand adjourned until next year.

Bishop’s Address to Convention

Diocese of South Dakota -- Convention Address 2014

John T. Tarrant

I give thanks to the diocesan staff who serve above and beyond their job descriptions or pay grade. I give thanks to the clergy of our Diocese who reflect the image of Christ to those whose lives they touch. I give thanks to all of you who work and pray, day in and day out, for the mission of God to be lived out though the ministry of this Diocese in the name of Jesus. I give thanks to my family who sacrifice so much for the sake of the ministry we have been called to live in this Diocese and beyond. And of course, I give thanks to God in Christ who sustains me, in the good times and through the difficult times. 

Some Updates

It is an exciting time in the life of Trinity Church in Watertown. The Rev. Portia Corbin was formally appointed vicar this month. The congregation is expanding their space in downtown Watertown by renting the property adjoining their present location. There is new energy and excitement for their present ministry and the possibility it holds.

The Standing Rock Mission youth program continues to seek a leader. Cheyenne River Mission held its first (hopefully) annual youth pilgrimage this past June. The Rosebud Mission GLORY children and youth program launched its second season last week with an abundance of energy, excitement and cake. They have just received a New Opportunities Grant to help develop their program and corresponding curriculum. 

A group from South Dakota, including the Rev. Robert Two Bulls, Sr., went to Taize in France this past summer as an act of appreciation for the Brothers’ presence at the 2013 Taize event at Christ Church, Red Shirt Table. We are hoping our relationship with the Taize Community will continue even though the Diocese will not be sponsoring annual pilgrimages. 

Partnerships

We continue to strengthen our partnership with the Evangelical Lutheran Church of America (ELCA), Bishop Dave Zellmer’s presence here is a sign of that growing relationship. We have used four ELCA pastors to assist with interim positions in the past few years, and we are exploring the possibility of a shared pastoral ministry in Mitchell. The young adult Community on Rosebud is a shared ministry with our Lutheran brothers and sisters in Christ and we are raising funds for the hiring of a youth minister for Pine Ridge Mission as another joint project. 

Last month Portia and I met with the Bishop and the Canon to the Ordinary from the Diocese of Wyoming to begin planning a joint camp for next summer at TEC. They have made a three-year commitment as we explore the opportunities for a continued relationship. We are also partnering with the Dioceses of Wyoming and Iowa to host a retreat for young adults to be held at TEC in the summer of 2015.

The Diocese of Nebraska is looking at ways to partner with our ministry on Rosebud and Pine Ridge Missions. They have a staff member joining their team in November who will serve as liaison between the two dioceses. We continue to use the Rev. Robert Two Bulls, Jr., Director of the Department of Indian Work for the Episcopal Church in Minnesota, in creative and useful ways.

Standing Rock Mission has partnered with the Wakpala School District to provide a school tutoring program. Through a UTO grant, with Diocesan and congregational support, a new church hall has been built at St. Peter’s, McLaughlin. 

Rosebud Mission is providing Safeguarding God’s Children training for the local Boys and Girls Club. They are also working with local community members to provide free firewood for elders during the winter months. The goal is to have 10 full cords by November 1st. Rosebud Mission held its second annual Children’s festival in July (about 200 children participating), which provides an afternoon of fun, games, food and drinks with lots of prizes, while partnering with over 20 community sponsors. 

We have partnered with Emma Eagle Heart-White, from the Oneida Nation Social Services, to present the White Bison curriculum “Mending Broken Hearts: Healing from Unresolved Grief and Intergenerational Trauma.” The first program was offered in April of this year in Martin. We will be offering the same program this coming year at two locations in the Diocese.

Through Episcopal Relief and Development, the Diocese of Long Island, and a multitude of friends around the country we were able to provide thousands of dollars in assistance during and after the severe cold of last winter to families in need.

Churches in South Dakota and around the country have regularly partnered with many of our Mission Churches. We are working on reestablishing relationships with our companion Diocese of East Tennessee. The Rev. Michael Johnson, rector of St. John’s Deadwood, recently traveled to St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church in Oak Ridge, TN, their sister parish in the Diocese of East Tennessee. 

Sabbatical/Reorganization

I will be taking a sabbatical, my first in over 31 years of ordained ministry, during the months of October, November and December 2015. I will focus on revising our Diocesan canons, procedures, and ministry handbook. The church of the 21st century is not the church in which most of us were raised. It is not a hierarchical model where “father knows best” or where all the answers come from the top. The church of the 21st century recognizes that much of the inspiration of the Spirit comes from the people, not out of an institutional model. I am hoping to shape the instruments of our institutional structures to reflect both the reality of today and God’s call to the Church for tomorrow.

As I said in the September ChurchNews, the Diocesan Council has approved a process for moving Diocesan offices from Sioux Falls to Pierre. This process will take several years, but the first step will be to establish a ‘bishop’s residence’ in Pierre. This residence should meet not only our present needs, but also the needs of future bishops. We hope this first step can be accomplished in the next eighteen months. The purchase of a residence will be both an investment and a cost savings for the Diocese. 

This move will not affect the present Diocesan staff, except Pat, Jessica and me, or the status of the Cathedral. Five years ago we moved most Diocesan meetings to Pierre utilizing both Trinity Church and the newly named Deloria Center on Sully Avenue. As staff retire and are replaced the new positions will be moved to Pierre. Again, this will not directly affect Barney or Mary. We will maintain the office space in Sioux Falls until the transition is complete.

I will also spend sabbatical time researching sustainable energy possibilities and granting opportunities for some of our properties around the Diocese. The Bishop Jones Building on Rosebud and St. John’s Eagle Butte are likely prospects for this type of ministry. It is important to understand that our care for creation is ministry both to the present generation and to generations to come.

Next year at Convention I hope to have a more concise plan to present. At Convention 2016 I will give account for my time away.

Final Thoughts 

We live in a very troubled and challenging world. Communication technology has brought us closer together, and at the same time it has driven us further apart. We can be sitting silently in a room with one person while communicating with someone in a different country. We are aware of what is happening around the world in a moment’s notice and yet we often don’t know the name of our neighbor. We have graphic images injected into our homes and personal space at the click of a mouse or touch of a screen. 

Drones can be flown and bombs dropped on people tens of thousands of miles away guided from an airbase in South Dakota. We have information at the tips of our fingers; we have misinformation at the tips of our fingers; we are often not taught to discern the difference. Information has tended to replace knowledge and disregard wisdom.

We live in a troubled and challenging world. Fear has become the chief motivator as the economic, social and religious gaps grow. Our political, corporate and sometimes religious leaders prey on those fears in order to claim more power, wealth and position for themselves.

I am supposed to give you a “Bishop’s Charge,” so here goes……

We live in a troubled and challenging world and the Church, the body of Christ, has a Word to speak in these difficult times. The “Word became flesh and dwelt among us.” God in Christ has called us to be a light in the midst of the darkness of our world. We are to be a beacon of hope among those who despair. We are to live the truth that God does indeed love the world despite its troubles and in the midst of its challenges.

We need to work against the sins and injustices of the world, but we need to first address the sin and the injustice of our own lives. Our relationship with Jesus needs to make a difference. It needs to make a difference in how we “live and move and have our being.” It needs to make a difference in the way we treat stranger and friend alike.

I am far from perfect, to which most of you could testify, but my relationship with Jesus makes a difference in my life. It not only makes a difference in the way I treat my enemies, but it also makes a difference in the way I treat my friends, my co-workers, my family and myself. We are called to be first and foremost “Jesus followers.” The church calls us to come together for prayer, support, reassurance and community. Each week when we celebrate the Eucharist it is our altar call and we are reminded that “Jesus is the head of the Church” and that Jesus is really present in the sacrament of the bread and the wine. That Jesus is present when two or three are gathered together in his name.

This relationship we have with Jesus is real, it is life giving and it is transforming. Maybe that is why we often use the details of the institution to avoid the experience of the Spirit. If we really open ourselves to the Spirit of God, then we will be different in sometimes uncomfortable ways. 

The world knows how to fight, but we as followers of Jesus can show the world how to love and respect each other. We can show the world how even when we disagree we love and respect each other.

The world knows how to take, but we can show the world how to give. We give out of our abundance; we give in the midst of our scarcity; we give because we have been created in the image of the Giver of life and breath and everything.

The world knows how to die, but we can show the world how to live. We live lives worthy of the One who so loved the world that he poured his life out for the sake of the world.

As followers of Jesus this is our time; our time to witness to world a way of living, a way of life that restores well being to this sinful and broken world. There is no program, no gimmick, no great plan to be discovered; there is simply following, following Jesus. And it is following that we are witnesses to God’s hope for the world.

I pray that as we go back into our communities, that I; that you; that we will reflect the face of Christ to those who are far off and to those who are near. I pray that we will grow in faith; that we will grow in faithfulness; and that we will be bearers of the Kingdom of God, the will of God, to this troubled and challenging world.

Please, don’t ever underestimate the power of God to work in your life and the life of your congregation.

The COM continues to meet twice a year at Trinity Church in Pierre. We are forever grateful to Trinity and all their members for so willingly sharing their church for Diocesan meetings. Their gift of welcoming and hospitality is very much appreciated.

Our meetings begin on Friday afternoon with prayer followed by our business session. We always have on our agenda a review of the people in the process. We track their educational formation and hold them up in prayer. Each individual in the process has an Advocate on the Commission who keeps in touch with them between meetings and reports on their progress when the COM meets. Everyone on the Commission is always available to assist each of them in any way possible.

We also make recommendations to our Bishop on people in the process, and meet with individuals who are discerning their ministry. We finish business by noon on Saturday. It is always a busy, productive, and Christ filled weekend.

This past year we had the privilege of interviewing or “visiting with” eight individuals who are discerning their call to ordained ministry. Two of those are attending or will be attending seminary. The other six are being locally trained. The Commission truly enjoys our visits with those who are discerning their ministry and enjoys walking their walk with them. It is truly a blessing to be involved in that part of their lives.

At the present time, we have 14 individuals in the process. Three individuals are in discernment. Discernment is the time when they explore and wrestle with their call to ministry. Eleven are Postulants, who are pursuing their academic path either locally or in seminary. When a Postulant is about three-quarters through their academic studies they can apply for Candidacy. 

COM continues to host, with the Standing Committee, informal receptions at Niobrara Convocation and Diocesan Convention. We have found this to be a good way to connect with those who are discerning their call to ministry, either lay or ordained, and provides opportunity to ask questions. We enjoy getting to know individuals from around the Diocese and hear about their faith journeys.

The COM keeps Bishop John and the entire Diocese in our prayers. We offer prayers of thanksgiving for everyone who is involved in the ministry of the Diocese, either lay or ordained. Ministry continues to be alive and well in the Diocese of South Dakota, thanks to all of you!

Church Periodical Club

Report to 2014 Convention
The Church Periodical Club started out as a club in 1888 in the Church of the Holy Communion in New York City. Mary Ann Drake Fargo and a small group of women, began sending bundles of church periodicals, prayer books and Bibles via the Wells Fargo Stage Coach Line to missionaries in the Dakotas. In support of this mission, The Church Periodical Club (CPC) continues to respond to the needs throughout the Anglican Communion.

There is an unending list of mission projects: juvenile facilities, hospitals, libraries, schools, seminarians, prisons, alcohol/drug abuse centers, retirement homes, seafarer's institutes and companion dioceses.

CPC is an independent affiliated organization of the Episcopal Church. Since the pioneer days CPC has depended entirely on voluntary contributions to carry out is unique ministry. CPC has spread into a network throughout the Episcopal Church. CPC functions at all levels: parish, diocesan, provincial and national. Throughout the national granting program. Grants are allocated worldwide based on contributions available in two funds. There is the CPC National Book Fund and CPC Miles of Pennies Fund.

CPC National Book Fund is the first national granting fund of the Church Periodical Club. Since 1922, this fund helps to meet religious and secular needs by providing printed, and audio-visual materials to individuals, churches and organizations affiliated with the Anglican Communion. These funds are distributed twice a year by the National Book Fund Committee.

The CPC Miles for Pennies Fund became the second national granting fund of the Church Periodical Club in 1989. This fund is for children only, pre-school through grade 12. It provides printed and taped books and related materials. The Miles of Pennies Committee distributes the contributions in the MOP fund year around.

Ecumenical Relations Committee Report

The Diocese of South Dakota is a member of the Association of Christian Churches of South Dakota (ACCSD). This organization is comprised of 9 other denominational representation throughout the state. We meet quarterly. Our purpose is to be a ministry of presence, advocacy and support for all in need in the state of South Dakota.

Report to 2014 Convention

Some of the items he contributed he wants to remain at St. Paul’s but once I finish sorting them out, whatever is left will go to the archives at Augustana.
 
And Father Fred Jessett sent yet another several boxes of material to be delivered to the archives. After sorting through the folders and books he sent, I did the historiographer’s happy dance. About 30% of the information was a follow up on last year’s photos and reports on Wounded Knee Two. At this juncture, I have not taken the boxes down to Augustana, because I will be spending the summer reading the marvelous documents he sent! As I write this I am waiting for a research paper on the standoff that one of my students, a faithful Episcopalian, is writing in order to complete his history major. He is using a few of the documents that were included in this year’s boxes and as soon as he returns them and submits his paper, I will begin my work on the event. With fingers crossed, I hope to have a paper to submit for publication, authored by both of us, that reveals at least part of the “inside story” of that heroic event. The pictures alone are worth seeing. We will do our best to tell the story fairly, without offending either the participants or the government.
 
Of course, if my maternal great grandmother were to hear me say that, she would go berserk! But then, she was a Canadian Blackfoot and simply slipped over the border one year and left her tribe, so I don’t really think she could complain that I was being selective in my research. She didn’t leave me any records to tell her story.

Annual Report for 2014

This year we have continued improving our curriculum and discovering more alternatives for Ministry Training. Of course if we are to take our Baptismal Covenant seriously, all of us are called to Ministry and so our Curriculum needs to available to everyone. We have developed a 4 Unit Curriculum that uses the skills and support of a local Mentor who then assists with the coursework as well as providing a means for swift evaluations that will help our students to complete their studies in a timely manner without unnecessary delays. Students who are preparing for ordination will be able to be evaluated by the Board of Examining Chaplains as each student completes a class, thus eliminating the need for a lengthy and daunting examination at the end of their training. We have deliberately kept deadlines time constraints to a minimum thus allowing the students to still keep their fulltime jobs, maintain existing ministries while work through the courses. It should be stated though, that through steady and consistent interactions between Student, Mentor and NSM Director, excessive delays should be prevented. Recently a Board has been established with the goal of providing oversight and support in the implementation of the new Curriculum.

Summer Seminary

This year, Summer Seminary was held again at Thunderhead Episcopal Center with Dean Ward Simpson teaching “Ethics and Moral Theology”. This class was specifically designed to help Lay and Ordained Ministers to assess Ethical Dilemmas being faced by others and then to provide clearly defined options to better aid those facing these Dilemmas. We had 16 participants for this event which was a good number for discussions as well as enjoyable fellowship during the entire week. In the evenings, special discussions were held to clarify liturgical questions the students had and help them to refine and improve their home liturgies.

Ministry Weekends

Ministry Weekends attract many different people for many different reasons, but all share a desire to learn more about God’s Kingdom. Some of the Ministry Weekends are designed to support the curriculum being studied by some of our students in their home churches. Other Ministry Weekends are offered with the goal of enriching everyone’s life in the church. Instructors are chosen not only for their knowledge of the subject matter, but also for their ability to teach in a way makes the class informative and enjoyable. Ministry Weekends that were offered this year included “Open Spaces/Talking Circles Meeting Process” taught by John Gehm, Diocesan History taught by Archdeacon Paul Sneve and Church Polity and Administration taught by Canon David Hussey and Diocesan Office Manager Mary Armin. 

Dakota Experience

This year’s Dakota Experience classes were well attended and well received. One was held in November at the Cathedral in Sioux Falls and the second was held in June at Emmanuel, Rapid City. This course satisfies the Anti-Racism Requirement for all new Employees of the Diocese, but generally attended mostly by non-employees who are interested in learning more about Native Culture in our Diocese. It would be simplistic to state that this class is just an introduction to Lakota Culture. This class provides tools that the participants can use to help them interact with all cultures that can keep them sensitive to their differences and learn more about their own cultures as well.

Upcoming Year

This next year, we will be offering a number of Ministry Weekends, including “Pastoral Care in the Home and Hospital”, “Special Lay Led Liturgies”, Secrets to Good Liturgy”, “Priest and Deacon Craft”, and “Weddings: the Celebrant’s Perspective”. Summer Seminary will offer a course on Preaching to be taught by our own Bishop Tarrant, with Seminar Discussions on Occasional Liturgies. This will be the second year since we began using our new curriculum and just as we have implemented changes as we have gone along, we anticipated continually tweaking the program with a desire to provide the most accessible and effective education that can be offered. We have also applied for a number of grants both for individual students as well as for the School in general. A fund raising committee is being formed, both to solicit funds for students as well as to promote the value of the School. Watch for fund raising events to occur across the Diocese.

Extension Curriculum

As stated earlier, our Curriculum is an “Extension” program which means that students will study materials at home with the assistance of a local Mentor who in turn will keep the Director, Registrar as well as the Commission on Ministry (if necessary) informed to their students’ progress. The entire Curriculum is designed to satisfy the Canonical Areas of learning for ordination (Diaconal and Priestly) although everyone is welcome to participate in the program. Each Unit of the new Curriculum could take a year, but is not required. The following is an outline of new Curriculum:

Thunderhead Episcopal Center Board Report

The TEC Board is a separate non-profit organization but is subject to the approval of elections and decisions made from the Bishop and the Diocesan Council. The Board meets on a quarterly basis. The members of the Board are David Wheeler (Chair), The Rev. Portia Corbin, Don Metcalf Pat LeBeau, Tamara Fonder, The Rev. Mercy Hobbs, Chris Soukup, Julie Gehm, Gladys Hawk,  and Doris White.

The Board met this year to discuss and participate in the following:

Marketing TEC.  Promoting TEC included contacting S.D. Tourism, ecumenical groups around the state, church retreat network, brochures, Facebook, email "blasts", congregations in the Diocese and by word of mouth. Currently a website for TEC is being set up which will further inform people about the camp.

Fundraising. Donations received for the ministry of TEC included having TEC Sundays, donation containers in each congregation and putting aside $1.00 a day. Income was received from the leasing of TEC land and renting the camp for family reunions, weddings, retreats and those attending rallies in the Black Hills. Another part of fundraising for TEC has been making donations to the endowment as well as legacy giving.

Adopt-a-Cabin project. This project has been very successful. The six camper cabins have all been adopted by individuals, families and deaneries within the Diocese. The cost of adopting a cabin is $1,220.00 due to purchase of materials to insulate, maintain and repair each building. Each cabin will have a plaque placed on it with the names of 
those who adopted it.

TEC Workdays. Throughout the summer dates were designated for making repairs and maintaining the camp site. TEC Board members and groups throughout the Diocese helped volunteered their time to be on site to do much needed repairs and upkeep. Thank you to everyone who helped out!

Diocese of South Dakota 2014 Summer Camping Season

TEC held three camps this year. The three were the High School, Middle School/Confirmation and 5th & 6th Grade and Family Camps. Under the direction and guidance from The Rev. Portia Corbin, Missioner for Youth and Young Adults, and  Don Metcalf, facilities manager, it was a great season! A total of ninety campers from all over the Diocese making it a record year for attendance since 2004!

Transportation to TEC. Getting campers to TEC has always been a challenge. Individuals or congregations have provided transportation to and from camp. The Board would like to thank the following people and congregations for providing and volunteering their time to do this:
         *Calvary Cathedral for providing rental vans and drivers for the last two years.
         *Mni Sosa Cluster for obtaining vans from the Tribe.
         *Countless individuals who used their own vehicles.

A future goal of counselor and camper exchange is in process with the Dioceses of Wyoming and Northern Michigan.

The State of Youth and Young Adult Ministry in South Dakota

Report to 2014 Convention

Thunderhead Episcopal Center

I am thrilled to announce that there has been a significant increase in participation from all across the diocese at TEC. For example, In 2007 there were zero campers at Family Camp. In 2013 there were four families for a total of 18 people. This year 40 people were at Family Camp. In the 2014 season, TEC saw a total of 90 campers—the largest numbers in nearly a decade. 

In the past few years, we have worked hard to set a precedent for safe church practices with all staff at Thunderhead. This commitment has recreated a culture of trust and community—making TEC a safe and welcoming place of pilgrimage for our young people. In fact, 85% of campers reported that camp is special because of the people—and the new friends that they make while at camp.

With a framework of living together in love and community, campers build real and meaningful relationships with each other. Using a framework of relationship and prayer twice a day—using music from the Taize community, and the Lakota hymnal—campers participate in something much larger than themselves. 

TEC, however, would not be what it is without the people who participate in many ways—whether as campers, parents, visitors, work weekend crews, or staff. A very special thank you is necessary to the amazing young adults who give up their time and talents to be with campers throughout the season. These young adults are absolutely essential, and camp would not be possible without their love, friendship, and commitment. Thank you to Mikayla Dunfee, Taylor Andrade, Miranda Marks, Cassie Boettcher, Christopher Soukup, Joe Skinner, Kyle Hawk-Bear, Kennen Block, and Tom Emanuel—for all that they are, and all that they do to make camp special.

Rosebud Young Adult Intentional Community:

The Members of the Young Adult Intentional Community in Mission-- Kieran Conroy, Taylor Andrade, and Anna Robinson spent the year listening, asking questions, and continuing the exploration of this community.

With an emphasis on prayer, listening, and hospitality—members of the community are able to enter into meaningful relationships with each other, the Rosebud community, and those who come to visit. 

This year, members of the community found themselves engaging in the larger Rosebud Community in exciting ways. Anna Robinson volunteered at the local radio station—offering her musical talents to the listening area. Kieran Conroy accepted a position with the local school district where he tutors local children. Similarly, Taylor Andrade worked for the Boys and Girls Club of Mission. The individual gifts, interests, and talents of the community members continue to shape who they are and what they do. The community has chosen to re-name themselves Wopila House, which represents deep thankfulness to God and each other. 

Special thanks to Bill Tesch and the ELCA for continuing to support, encourage, and walk alongside us in this ministry.

Taizé and Campus ministry:

Since the Taizé Pine Ridge meeting last year, we have continued our relationship with the brothers of the Taizé community in France. In July, a small group returned to Taizé to visit the brothers—as well as participate in the communal life of prayer, work, and study. Nearly 3,000 other young adults from all across the world were visiting Taizé at the time, and this afforded unbelievable opportunities for friendship and fellowship.

Taizé has become an important part of our diocese in recent years—particularly for Young Adults. Through the Taizé model, young adults are able to meet other young people from across the world as they listen to one another, ask questions, and pray together.

This friendship and fellowship continues throughout the state with vibrant prayer ministries. Many young adults from different denominations gather for Taizé prayer services held in many different areas such as USD, SDSU, South Dakota School of Mines, and Calvary Cathedral.

I thank each of you for supporting and encouraging youth and young adult ministries in this diocese.
